Thank you also to those who have donated 

or raised funds, in particular David Nicholls, Prof Michael Dixon and Sue Bowser who speak on our 

behalf. Without their generosity and all members paying their subscriptions we would be unable to 

support adequately our projects in Zambia.  

During the year grants were made to Orphans Projects £17,800, Education Bursaries £11,000, Text 

books for Ridge Bursars (Post graduate doctors in training as specialists in Lusaka and newly qualified 

Licentiate doctors) £1,804, Footballs and Netballs to Schools £3,516, APTERS £1,500 and Seeds Fund 

£500. With bank transfer charges the total was £36,394. 

In Zambia the needs are so great: we hope to allocate more in future, but this will not be possible 

unless our income increases. Please help us to achieve this. Your Committee is active, considering 

more ways of raising this. A raffle is being launched today. Zambia has one million orphans in a 

population of 13 million. We give priority to orphans projects where the children live with related 

families or friends. We help them to attend school and acquire skills. The cost of supporting a child in

Copperbelt 1,598,623. The largest rural population is in the Northern Province, 1,959.600, Eastern 

1,707,930 and Southern 1,606,793. 64.3% have to live on less than $1.25 a day, the poverty line. 40% 

have no access to safe drinking water and 51% have inadequate sanitation.  The adult literacy rate is 

70.7%; 25.7% having completed their secondary education (high for Africa). 148 children out of 1000 

died before the age of five. HIV infection is important in this, also other infections and malaria, 

especially in the rural areas. 

The average HIV infection rate in adults is now 15.2%. This is falling gradually through increased 

knowledge and the availability of free anti-retroviral drugs, which bring new life, through grants

township-based people, opportunities for advancement through acquiring skills is vital. 

The economy is developing rapidly. The International Monetary fund (IMF) estimates growth of 6.9% 

annually for the next five years, provided the price of copper remains high. Zambia is 9th in the world 

league. However in 2010 this resulted in greatly raised prices for mealie meal and breakfast meal. 

The government ordered a reduction of 20% in the price millers paid for maize. This helped to 

reduce the cost of mealie meal; very important to all but the rich.

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About 720,000 tonnes of copper, at an average price of $8,200 tonne was exported yielding 70% of

nickel and uranium  is relatively small, but significant. There is continuing expansion of mining 

especially in the North-West. However not all the income on which Zambia should receive in taxes is 

being paid. Some mines have been accused of tax avoidance and 'selling' to sister companies in a tax 

haven at a low price. This is not an illegal practise, but is it moral?  

Agriculture continues to expand. Maize production in 2009/2010 season was 2.8 million tonnes: the 

highest ever and, in 2010/2011, it is likely to reach 3 million. There were surpluses of maize, wheat 

and cassava. Four new early maturing strains of cassava have been developed at the Agricultural 

Research Station in the Luapula Province.  

Insufficient electricity is being generated: commercial farmers in particular suffer from load shedding 

much more than the ever expanding mining sector, because cuts in supply to the mines are 

dangerous. ZESCO has raised prices to mines by 30% to develop more supplies.  

Frederick Chiluba, age 68, died during the year. He was the second President following Kenneth 

Kaunda being elected in 1991 on the restoration of multiparty democracy and served for two terms. 

He had led the Zambian Congress of Trade Unions for 17 years. John Cruickshank, Accountant, a long 

term supporter of the Trust has died, also David Lloyd OBE, founder of the Kasanka National Park, 

and ZST member, Edith Wyatt, wife of the first headmaster of Kalomo School. The fund to assist in 

educating Ryan and Mary, the children of Mark Jellis, who was killed by bandits is still open, can you 

help?

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The trustees present their annual report and accounts of the charity for the year ended 30 June 

2011. The accounts have been prepared in accordance with the accounting policies set out in note 1 

to the accounts. 

In setting our objectives and planning our activities the Trustees have given serious consideration to 

ǘƘŜ /ƘŀǊƛǘȅ /ƻƳƳƛǎǎƛƻƴΩǎ ƎǳƛŘŀƴce on public benefit. The Trust is devoted to the relief of poverty, 

disability and sickness, and to the promotion of good health and advancement of education. In 

allocating funds ƛƴ ƭƛƴŜ ǿƛǘƘ ǘƘŜ ¢ǊǳǎǘΩǎ Objects, the Trustees make a considered assessment of the 

benefits to the specific beneficiaries and to Zambian society as a whole. The Trust monitors on an 

ongoing basis all projects to which it gives support.  

 

Orphans Support Programme: £18,300 (inc £500 Seeds Fund) 

Chitsime Projects, Misisi, Lusaka: £8,400 including £4,200 for ǘŜŀŎƘŜǊǎΩ salaries 

 

The association has experienced another busy and successful year. With the support of Rotary Clubs 

in Lusaka and UK the site grounds have been improved. Flooding has been a major problem in the 

rainy season often leading to the closure of the school. Funds were provided to raise the ground 

floor of the school. 

During the year there were fears that the World Food Programme and World Vision would be unable 

to continue their feeding programme for the school children and Home of Hope. For many it was the 

only nutritious meal of the day. The Programme was suspended for a short time but has now been

At the end of June two teachers from St Lawrence School were sponsored for a 6 week course at a 

Language School in Brighton. The funds were provided by Rotary Clubs in Brighton and Lusaka, and 

by the Language school. The teachers Sister Veronica Nyoni and Mrs Clare Lungu were able to attend 

the ZST Golf Day, meet with Trust members and give an account of their work at St Lawrence. 

Home of Hope 

There are normally around 42 boys in residence. Although many 

boys have been reintegrated with their families, their places are 

soon taken by new ones. Most of the new boys are very young. 

Almost every week Bro Jacek receives a call from Social Welfare 

asking him to accommodate a new child. Recently outreach workers 

met 12 very young boys (aged 9 to 12 years) sleeping at a 

construction site near the Intercity Bus Station. After further contact 

two of the youngest came to the Home of Hope. Since the beginning of this year 24 new boys were 

admitted to the facility. In addition to the Outreach Programme, boys are referred by Social Welfare 

and the International Organisation for Migration. In the same period 14 boys were reintegrated with 

their families, and in some cases further educational support was also provided. 

Report of the Trustees for the year ended 30 June 2011 
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The existing facilities were suitable for about 24 boys so many were sleeping on the floor. An appeal 

was launched for funds to build new dormitories and thanks to generous support from groups in the 

USA and Poland they are almost completed. The challenge now is to raise the funds to cover the cost 

of mattresses, bunk beds, tables, chairs etc.

St Lawrence School 

From the beginning of this year Sister Angela became Head Teacher and Sister Veronica taught 

Grades 8 & 9 pupils. There are encouraging signs ƻŦ ŀƴ ƛƳǇǊƻǾŜƳŜƴǘ ƛƴ ŘƛǎŎƛǇƭƛƴŜ ŀƴŘ ǘŜŀŎƘŜǊǎΩ 

performance. Last year at Grade 7 level only 54 pupils out of 125 qualified to continue to Grade 8 so 

improving this rate is a high priority. There are two classes of both Grade 8 and Grade 9 pupils ςone 

in the morning and one in the afternoon.  

In principle the school has been accepted by the Ministry of Education as an official pay point, but 

the association is still paying salaries to a number of teachers. This places a great strain on the 

ǎŎƘƻƻƭΩǎ budget and funds are diminishing. The special funds provided by the Trust are vital in 

maintaining the teaching establishment. There are 1,120 pupils at the School including children with 

Special Needs. 

Computer Centre 

Computer education has become part of the curriculum for Grades 8 & 9. Although used by the local 

community the centre has performed below expectations. Insufficient income has been generated 

to cover the expenses (maintenance, internet bills and salaries) and as a result internet access is no 

longer available. 

 Income- Generating Projects 

The blockςmaking is doing well as there is heavy demand from the numerous building sites in 

Lusaka.  Also the hammer mill and vehicle parking charges bring in valuable income. 

Other Areas 

The Home-Based Care  Centre  provides valuable support and service to many families in Misisi 

compound. 

Home craft training courses continue to thrive providing opportunities for young women in the 

community 

ZST Funding 

Chitsime receives donations from many sources. Over the years links have been established with 

many organisations in different countries.  

Most donations are for specific projects only, so the special value of the ZST funding is that it is on a 

regular annual basis and helps towards the sustainability of the operation.

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Mpunde Mission Centre, Central Province: £1,500 

 

Mpunde is 43 kms west of Kabwe on the road to the Lukanga 

Swamp (120 kms). In the rains a 4x4 vehicle is needed. It is a 

rocky area; the population low density ς 120,000. The grant of 

£1,500 yielded ZK 10,800,000. There are many orphans and other 

vulnerable children, who would be unable to attend school 

without financial assistance.  

A full report was received from Fr Jan Krzyszton. 41 children were 

helped; of these 27 attended Mpunde, Chilumba or Kata Basic Schools, 16 in Grades 1 to 7, and 11 in 

Grades 8 or 9 when fees become payable in addition to other costs. The latter were selected on 

ability. 14 continued to secondary education at Mpunde Girls or Kabwe High Schools with ZST help. 

Total cost ZK 8,800,000. 

The Health centre was able to buy a supply of formula milk for orphaned babies for whom no 

relative could be found to breast feed them, and HEPS (High Energy Protein Supplement) for 

malnourished children Cost ZK.2 million.

St Francis Hospital, Katete AIDS Orphans Project: £4,200 

 

Total cost of the programme is about £50,000 per annum.  

This is the largest Orphans programme assisted by the Trust. 2000 of the estimated 8000 orphans 

living within a radius of 25 miles of the hospital are enrolled for assistance to attend school. Other 

organisations are involved in helping some of the others. Mr Greyson Zulu, an Enrolled Nurse, has 

been in charge of the programme for 3 years  and deputy leader for 19 years..  

Each group of villages forms a committee to supervise the programme. The committee is made up of 

a Chair (usually a lady) a Secretary who keeps the records, and a Treasurer. Guardians are appointed 

in each village to check on the care of each enrolled child, who is living usually with a related family. 

A few families are headed by an elder sibling who often has to accept not to attend school herself. 

The funds are used to pay for school uniform (some of which are made by older orphans who after a 

training period are issued with a sewing machine), exercise books, ball point pens and soap to wash 

themselves and their clothes. Most are in primary Grades 1-7, when a compulsory Parent/Teachers 

contribution has to be given to the school for maintenance. From Grade 8 fees have to be paid, 

increasing up to Grade 12 whey they sit the exam equivalent of GCSE. Priority is given to children in 

Grades 1 to 7, but some who are identified as capable and conscientious, are assisted to enter 

secondary school. Costs at Primary are now about £28 per annum; they are much higher in the 

Senior Secondary. 

The hospital is responsible for supervising the treatment of about 7,500 HIV positive patients with 

retroviral and other drugs. The cost of the retroviral drugs is paid for by funds from the US

The Ana Amasiya (the Children left behind), Matero, Lusaka: £1,000 

 

The programme, which was started about 25 years ago, continues in this large densely populated 

township: some improvements are being made to the water supplies and sewage disposal. Many 

poor households do not have an individual toilet and have no electricity. 

There are many orphans and Other Vulnerable Children. Until 2 years ago only the poorest children

The older 

children appreciate wearing the same school uniform as those attending the fee paying pre-school in 

the same complex and for lunch. Local support comes mainly from businessmen and women in the 

town.

ZST remains the primary funder of this valuable project in the Northern Province run by a committee 

from the Roman Catholic Cathedral in Kasama.  Villages are invited to set aside one field to support 

the vulnerable children of their village.  The project then provides administration, expertise in 

organizing the planting, seeds (soya beans, beans, cassava, groundnuts, monkey peas and maize) 

and what is needed to look after the fields and crops. Eventually the villages become self supporting 

so that the project can move on to new  areas.  Currently the project is supporting six fields.  One 

they had hoped to support failed to meet the objectives of the project and had to be abandoned.

Gretta Hudson visited the centre unannounced. At the time the 

members, mostly ladies aged 60+ years were holding a workshop for 

girls aged 15-18 years, who had to drop out of school because they 

were pregnant. Two had babies on their backs. One of the speakers 

was a qualified First-Aider. Clearly practical advice on coping under 

difficult circumstances is very valuable. Classes for about 30 orphans 

and other vulnerable children continue, taught by a young man, an 

orphan himself, who has completed Grade 12. ZST funds are vital for the provision of a nourishing 

meal.

In 2011 we continued to concentrate on two provinces each 

year and expanded our distribution to include community 

schools as well as secondary schools.  In May and June 

distribution was made to 20 secondary schools in both Eastern 

and South Provinces and to 18 community schools in Eastern 

and 17 in Southern.  As usual, funds are sent directly to Alive 

and Kicking in Lusaka who produce the balls, and with

The Committee had planned for the best way to cover community 

schools since many of them are in rather inaccessible parts of the 

country.

Secondary School organised distribution to secondary schools in the Choma area. 

We will continue to balance donations between secondary and community schools in the future.

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APTERS (Appropriate Paper Technology) Group: £1,500 

APTERS and the APTERS Support Group have had another 

productive year.   John Janes, ZST member and Chairman of the 

Support Group reported that they were on course to produce 250 

mobility aids in 2011, the same number as in 2010.  This year their 

efforts to generate income have been rewarded with some good 

orders for file boxes.  These are in addition to the other products 

such as toy boxes, wastepaper bins, magazine racks and penholders 

sold at the various craft markets in Lusaka.  

The approach made in 2010 to the Beit Cure Hospital to see if it would be possible to secure a site 

for a permanent workshop was unfortunately not successful.  However Kenneth Habalu, the Director 

of APTERS and John Janes met the new Director of UTH  and await a response to their request for 

formal consent to remain in their present premises, the Old Polio Pool.     

Generous local support was again given to APTERS by companies, organizations and individuals.   In 

September ZST approved a grant of £1500 to the enterprise.  John Janes wrote to say how grateful 

they were that their largest and most important donor was continuing its support. 

A new brochure has been produced and copies will be available at the ZST AGM in November.  There 

have been some changes of personnel, with one valued member of the team leaving for 

Mozambique, but two new members were being recruited.     

ZST News Editor, Anne Fraenkel, visited the workshop during her visit to Lusaka earlier in the year.  

She was able to attend a clinic to see some of the children being measured and fitted for their chairs 

and standing frames.   She was hugely impressed by the enthusiasm and dedication of Kenneth and 

his team and very moved by the devotion and determination of the parents to help their severely 

disabled children.  (See her full article in ZST News No 17 June 2011.)

Education Grants: £11,000 

Nearly 200 requests were received for application forms for grants for courses commencing in 2011. 

60 completed applications were submitted and from them a shortlist of 16 students was selected by 

the Lusaka Education Group. The final selection was made by the UK Education committee. Students 

from all parts of the country applied with more male applicants than females. As usual courses 

covered a broad range of disciplines at institutions, colleges, universities and trades training 

institutes. The Lusaka Group was able to check that all institutions and courses were recognised and 

approved.  

Eleven new grants were approved and together with six students continuing from the previous year 

reached a total of 17 awards. Unfortunately two of the new awards were unable to take up their 

grants so the final number of awards accepted was 15. 
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The number of grants was determined by the available funds which were again supplemented by 

donations from members of the Northern Rhodesia Police Association.

ZAMBIA SOCIETY TRUST EDUCATION GRANTS 

Each year the Trust assists disadvantaged Zambian students to pursue educational, technical, and 

vocational courses in Zambia on completion of their secondary education after Grade 12. The 

courses supported are normally up to a maximum of two years in duration, and the partial grants 

awarded will usually be for tuition and examination fees and sometimes accommodation costs. 

Funding is channelled directly to the approved Zambian institution operating the course. 

Each year the Trust is able to award between 10 and 15 grants depending on available funds. The 

initial short-list is drawn up by a Zambia-based Education Advisory Group which takes into account 

ǘƘŜ ǎǘǳŘŜƴǘΩǎ ŀŎademic record and circumstances, issues of gender, disability, location and the value, 

cost and length of the course. The final selection is made by the UK education committee.  

Application Forms for courses in 2012 will be available from March 2011 until the end of August.

Publications 

News from Zambia 

This monthly newsletter, which is exclusively available to members of the Trust, provides a round-up 

of news about Zambia from the Zambian and international media. We have moved increasingly in 

the last few years to sending it out by email, and are pleased that all new members joining recently 

have agreed to receive it electronically. However the proportion of members who are email 

subscribers seems to have reached a plateau in the last six months or so, and is stuck at about 60%. 

This is disappointing because we use the balance of income after the costs of the newsletter to 

support our projects in Zambia. Each newsletter printed and posted costs over £1 to send out, 

whereas the costs involved in sending it out by email are negligible. We recognise that not all our 

members have access to the internet, but we do urge members who possibly can to switch to an 

email subscription so that the money saved can be spent on improving the lives of disadvantaged 

young people in Zambia.  

 

ZST News 

This quarterly newsletter is intended primarily to update members on the activities of the Trust. It 

contains reports and updates with photos from the projects we support in Zambia, including visits 

made by trustees and other members to these projects. We also include news of the fundraising 

efforts of members and supporters and from time to time there are book reviews and news of 

people who have lived and worked in Zambia - and anything else we think may be of interest to our 

members!

Our website is the Trust's public face to the world, an important source of information about our 

work for casual visitors and potential new members alike. With a range of downloadable forms, we 

have made it much easier for visitors to join or just donate, and students in Zambia applying for 

education grants can download an information sheet and application form. We regularly update the 

website with news of the projects we support in Zambia, the fundraising activities of our members 

and supporters and events of various kinds. There are also details of the beautiful Christmas cards 

and note lets we sell to raise funds for the Trust. 

Though the number of visitors to the website has remained more or less constant for the past couple 

of years, their profile has changed. 73% are now new visitors (compared with 65% last year) and 

they spend longer on average on the site. They also come from a much wider range of countries - 

104 different ones this year, compared with 95 last year and 70 the year before - though the UK, 

Zambia and the USA remain the top three (followed by France, Canada, South Africa, India, Brazil 

and Germany). The number of visitors referred from other sites (that is, by 'clicking through' from a 

link on another website) has declined considerably and we will try to redress that in the coming year. 

The Diocese of Bath and Wells is the main referring site, and we are grateful to them for maintaining 

a link to us on their website.

Finance  

The financial result for the Trust shows an overall income of £33,390 compared to £40,451 for the 

previous year. The reduction in income is mostly attributable to a fall in the amount of specific and 

general donations received which totalled £12,056 compared to £18,495 in the previous year.  

In the current economic climate the Trust, along with the charity sector as a whole, is experiencing a 

general reduction in its income both in terms of the number of donations received and the average 

amount received per donation. The Trust recognises that this decline in donation income and has 

focussed its efforts on increasing its income in other areas: 

Subscription Income  

Subscription Income, which excluded Gift Aid Income, has increased as a result of a slight increase in 

the net membership numbers. Gift Aid Income is down as a result of an administrative delay with 

HMRC.  

Cards 

Sales of cards over the year have been up on last year - a little over £1000 raised.  We hold a large 

stock both of plain cards or notelets and Christmas cards. All of the different types are listed on the 
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website.  The Common Bulbul by Gabriel Ellison has proved popular and reprints are now available of 

the Double Collared Eastern Sunbirds and Night Ape (or Bush baby)  There are no plans to print new 

cards at this stage until we have cleared some of our existing stock. 

 An experiment this year has been to offer people packs of cards valued at £31 a pack to sell 

in churches, places of work, when giving talks, or wherever.  This has been partially successful, 

but certainly worth continuing.  The main outlets remain events like the golf days, dinners and 

various Zambia Society Trust meetings.  Otherwise cards remain available by post from ZST cards, 9 

Wilmington Close, Newcastle upon Tyne, NE3 2SF - prices are on the website or from the ZST cards 

address. 

Footballs and Netballs 

During the year we successfully launched a Football and Netball appeal through the JustGiving 

website and raised £1,813. 

In addition to the above the Trust is looking at other fund raising initiatives which can become 

annual fund raising events. Since the year end an inaugural North of England golf day has been held 

in Harrogate which has raised over £1,200. An early 2012 raffle is being planned and raffle tickets are 

likely to be issued to all members before Christmas.   

As well at looking at ways of increasing income the Trust continues to look at ways of reducing its 

administrative expenditure. 

Ridge Bursary Fund and Dick Hobson Memorial Fund 

To maximise the income generated from the Ridge Bursary Fund the Trust decided to merge the 

Ridge Bursary Fund and the Dick Hobson Memorial Fund and rename the merged fund the Ridge 

Hobson Fund. To affect this money held in the Dick Hobson Memorial deposit fund was transferred 

to the investment fund used for the Ridge Bursary Fund. The Dick Hobson Memorial Fund deposit 

account was subsequently closed. The 2010 comparative figures have been restated to reflect the 

merger of these two restricted funds. At 30 June 2010 the funds held in the Ridge Bursary Fund and 

Dick Hobson Memorial Fund accounts were £28,683 and £18,353 respectively. The ongoing income 

from the sale of the Tales of Zambia book will be invested in this fund.
